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Congenital Diaphragmatic Hernia (CDH) occurs in approximately 1 in every 2,500 births - 1,600 cases in the U.S. each year.  Over half a million babies have been diagnosed with CDH since 2000.   The cause of CDH is not yet known.   CDH occurs when the diaphragm fails to form or to close totally and an opening allows abdominal organs into the chest cavity.  This inhibits lung growth.   50% of babies born with CDH do not survive.   There is little awareness and even less research.
